	TEXT REQUIREMENTS

All Word files will be formatted using Microsoft Word. Because the final proceedings involves a substantial amount of custom formatting I request that you use as little formatting as possible. In particular, I recommend:

· single-spaced text;

· 12-point Times (or Times-like) font;

· one-inch margins;

· make judicious use of and italics, boldface, and other means of emphasis;

· avoid extra spaces to indent, to line up columns, or to otherwise arrange parts of the text;

· avoid footnotes or endnotes whenever possible.
